Classroom Rules

*Students are expected to wear their id at all times.

*Any electronic devices that are being used during instructional time without permission will be turned over to an administrator.

Missing Assignments

All assignments must be turned in on time to receive full credit.  Late assignments will not be accepted without late passes.  Students will receive 2 late homework passes at the beginning of each marking period.  
When a student is absent, it is their responsibility to find out from me if there are any assignments that they missed.  It is also up to them to turn in homework that was due.  They will also be given 2 days for each day of absence to make up any work that was given while they were out. A daily log of what we did in class is posted on m website each day. 
If ever a student is missing an assignment, they can obtain an extra copy from my website. All extra copies are placed in the student center in my classroom. Students may also check that area for a copy of the missing assignment.
If at any time you would like to know what your student’s grade is, please just send me an email, or check on the parent portal.  I keep an updated grade book, and it is very easy for me to let you know how they are doing.  
Test Retakes
Students are allowed to retake tests.  There will be at least 3 times scheduled for the retakes, and will be announced to students and written on the board after students receive their test grades. These times will be scheduled both before and after school. If the retake grade is better than the first test grade, then the grade of their first and the retake will be averaged together for their final grade. If the retake is not as good as the original test grade, then the original test grade will remain the same.
Use of Science Equipment
The equipment used in this classroom is expensive and sometimes fragile.  Students are to use this equipment with care and caution.  Equipment issued to a group is their responsibility.  Damage or loss of the equipment will be the responsibility of those persons.  Do not allow others to use equipment issued to you without your instructor’s knowledge.

During a lab, you must act appropriately!  If you are doing anything that could endanger either yourself, other students or the lab equipment, you will receive a 0 on the lab, all supplies will be taken away, and you will either be served a detention or a class suspension.

*Ask classmates for help during the proper time.

Grading Scale

Grade Codes
There are a variety of grade codes that you may see in the parent portal.  Some of them are listed here.  Any new grade codes will be updated on my website.  If ever you wonder what a grade code means, please feel free to contact me.

X with orange flag- Not handed in, used for homework assignments only.  


0 - Assessment that was not handed in. Can have orange (missing) or green (absent) flag.

X with green flag - Absent on day assigned or turned in, student needs to get assignment from teacher.  This code is used only for homework grades.


Purple line - Excused assignment, student does not need to make up.  This is not counting against the student's grade.
